We suggest creating a “wish list” idea folder with samples and photos of things that you may
have seen in decorating magazines or advertisements — styles of furniture, paint colors, room
settings, etc. Organizing your preferences will help you introduce yourself to your designer and
the more you educate the designer on your likes and dislikes, the more he or she can fine-tune a plan based
on your needs and preferences.

Your designer can help you develop a master goal for the entire room (or house) even if you're only working
on part of it right now. This will ensure that when planning, all of the areas that will make up the end result
relate harmoniously.
